2. Progression: (20 possible points)
Composition progresses from beginning to end in a logical flow of information.

3. Readability: (25 possible points)
Concise prose that sticks to the point and does not ramble (holds reader’s attention).

4. Grammar: (15 possible points)
Agreement of subject and verb; proper tense; correct sentence construction; paragraphing, including transitional
phrases linking same.

5. Spelling: (5 possible points)

6. Punctuation: (5 possible points)

Additional Information
